Installation 

(1) Inspect faucet for visual damage. 
(2) Lubricate or apply compatible sealant to the pipe thread. 

Usually pipe thread tape or anti-seize lubricant. 
(3) Screw faucet into port until hand tight. 
(4) Final tighten as per the following table:
